Welcome to Computers!  I absolutely love teaching students how exciting it is to combine learning with technology. 

CURRICULUM - 

The state and school district have identified the skills each student needs at their particular grade level and the tools to teach those skills.  Keyboarding is an important focus, starting in second grade and especially emphasized in third, fourth, fifth and sixth grades.  We will do word processing skills as well as research, presentations, Internet safety and core classroom content reinforcement.

ATTENDANCE - 

Each keyboard lesson builds upon the previous days lesson.  In order to benefit fully from the lessons taught attendance is essential.  It is difficult to catch someone up when they have missed class.  Please let me know if you know your student will be absent and make every effort to have them at school consistently.

HOMEWORK - 

As a general rule no homework will be expected from this class.  However, keyboarding practice at home (using proper technique) is always applauded.  If a student has not turned in an internet permission form they will not be able to participate in many of the activities we do in the Computer Lab. (Each child only needs to fill the form out one time while attending Rocky Mountain so if they were here last year I should still have one for them.) If one comes home with their name on it, please fill it out and send it back.
GRADING - 

All students 1-6 grades will come to each specialty for one week and then rotate to the other specialty classes.  This will continue throughout the year.  Kindergarten still comes once a week.  Participation is paramount in computers and will be counted for 50% of the grade.  Keyboarding will be graded on participation, proper technique and the state standard for 5th and 6th graders.

(5th graders - 25 wpm, 6th graders - 27 wpm) In 3rd and 4th grade, proper technique is the whole focus, not speed.  All other assignments will be expected to be completed by the due date unless other arrangements are made.  I expect all students to get a good grade in computers by participating and putting forth their best effort at what we are learning. 

BEHAVIOR-

I agree with our school policy: No child has the right to interfere with the learning, safety or well being of other students.  We have set up guidelines for proper behavior in the lab which include:

1. Have a good attitude

2. Use time wisely/Participate

3. Have respect for others and computer equipment

4. Listen to learn

5. Use proper voice volume

6. Stay on approved programs/sites

7. Exit on Stop Signal

If a student has trouble following the rules, these will be the consequences:

1st time – Time out from using the computer for 5 minutes

2nd time – Time out for 15 minutes/Fill out “Stop and Think” sheet  

3rd time – Think time

I look forward to seeing what results as the students apply what we learn with their own creativity.  The sky is the limit!
